The Crossing Guard hangs at a
height of between 3 to 7 meters over
warehouse intersections, warning of
a risk with its traffic light and visual
warning projections on the ground.

The Crossing Guard detects a person
approaching an intersection and
immediately projects a blue light
signal - called a Bluespot - to warn of
the pedestrian’s presence. It can also
be configured so that instead of the
Bluespot signal, it projects another
visual warning signal - for example, a
pedestrian warning triangle, using the
VAS system.

On the other hand, if a forklift
approaches the intersection, it will be
detected by the Crossing Guard and
turn the green or red light of the traffic
light on to indicate the driver whether
it has permission to cross or not, thus
preventing a collision and contributing
to a creating a safer workplace.

The Crossing Guard uses radar
technology which allows it to clearly
differentiate persons from forklifts,
and to determine whether a forklift
is approaching the intersection or
moving away from it.

With the Crossing Guard neither
operators nor vehicles need to carry
a device to be detected. Instead, the
system can locate them on its own.
In addition, the Crossing Guard also
features a finned separation design
so that no more than one traffic

light is visible from each angle, thus
creating no confusion.
